PROJECT REPORT - DENT 70

	Mix for 45-60 seconds; load in a custom tray/syringe

	Advantages
	Very accurate impression which remains accurate without pouring for several hours.

	Disadvantages
	Messy to work with, stains clothing, odor

	How is it packaged?
	Each package has one tube, each of base and catalyst, and a bottle of adhesive.

	Cost/Usage
	Package is $15.00 and provides enough material for 4 full arch impressions.

	Brand Name
	High speed fibre optic handpiece

	Manufacturer’s Name
	Star Dental

	Installation
	Attach to handpiece tubing connection for swirl.

Align and insert moving coupler forward, while maintaining pressure.

Rotate coupler clockwise until tight.

	Operator
	Use rotary cutting instruments with Fg shank in autochuck system.

Operator’s thumb pushes the back handpiece head to release chuck to receive or remove burs.

	Maintains
	1. No lubrication required.

2. Clean the optic surfaces with alcohol or a cotton swab.

3. Allow lamp to cool and dry before cleaning and reinstalling.

4. Clean autochuck mechanism daily by removing bur and blowing air into chucking

    mechanism with syringe air.

5. Sterilize clean handpiece.

6. Never submerge handpiece in a chemical disinfectant ultrasonic cleaner or cold

    sterilization solution.
