Every day each student will be evaluated on their clinical performance/skills.

Your skills will need to improve as additional days are spent in the clinical rotation sites.  In addition to improving your clinical skills (accuracy) the speed in which you perform these skills will need to be reduced.  (Remember – being a safe dental health care provider is always more important than speed in accomplishing a task.)

Your evaluation is based on 10 skill groupings and a miscellaneous skill area.

Each day’s evaluation begins with every student starting their day with 10 points.  During the day, the instructor(s) will provide a positive or negative comment in areas performed/observed.  Attached are the sheet(s) utilized by the instructors and the report given to the students.  All positive comments will be mentioned and the time/patient indicated - + AM or - + PM.  If the student needs improvement in a specific duty or needs to improve/shorten the length of time in performing a duty, the student’s report will indicate a – AM or – PM with a comment on how to correct/improve this skill.  In addition, 2 points will be deducted from the total of the beginning day’s 10 points for each area earning a negative score.   

The first 3 clinical days, each student will lose points if a negative performance is observed in the following areas – A, B, C and D.  On the 4th – 5th clinical days, the following areas of the evaluation will be added to the student’s skill set for evaluation – E, F.G, H and I.  On the 6th - 8th clinical days, the students will be evaluated on all duties/skills.

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OBJECTIVE FOR DENTAL ASSISTING STUDENTS 

AT UOP – CLINICAL ROTATION

UOP is the first CCSF Clinical Rotation site/experience and the following objectives should be considered at their lowest level.  As the semester progresses, the evaluation of the objectives will be based on increased speed and accuracy of delivery of direct patient care.

Exemplify and demonstrate professional conduct, grooming and punctuality.

Demonstrate self-confidence by accepting assignments and performing all duties for which the student has been trained.

Prepare the treatment room (clean and disinfect the work area, obtain and organize the supplies needed for the procedure)

Maintain proper posture

Maintain an aseptic technique

Prepare the patient (seat/drape, adjust the patient chair/light, dismiss)

Communicate effectively and tactfully with the patients and other members of the dental health team

Expose (if CCSF has a Radiology license), process, and mount radiographs

Recognize, pass and receive instruments in a safe manner and in the appropriate transfer zone

Change burs

Maintain a clear field (rinse/dry, evacuate, assist in retraction).  Remember you must place the HVE prior to the DDS placing his/her handpiece.  The placement of the HVE must not prevent the DDS from his /her placement & view.

Anticipate operator’s needs (light adjustment, air on fogged mirror, instrument order and supplies for procedure)

Manipulate dental materials (liners/bases, bonding agents, amalgam, impression materials, cements)

Prepare instruments for sterilization

CLINICAL EVALUATION FACTORS

DENT 70

When completing your Daily Clinical Report Form, the instructor will be considering the following factors.  Students should have this form available when they write their Daily Clinical Report for reference.  (Don’t forget to have your SAMPLE Daily Clinical Report available when completing your form.  Remember, if this form is not completed correctly, the form will be returned for your corrections.  Not only will you lose points when your form is not completed correctly, but you will not receive credit until the form is properly completed.  Each Daily Clinical Report Form that is not completed correctly will need to rewritten and resubmitted with the original form.)

FOUR-HANDED DENTISRY 

1.  Assumes responsibility for patient care (physical needs, health history, patient preparation)

2. Establishes and maintains proper seating and lighting – patient and self

3. Maintains orderly armamentarium and work area 

(pre and post operative as well as during procedure)

4. Anticipates dentist’s needs

5. Assists in general and specialty dentistry, utilizing principles of four-handed dentistry

6. Demonstrates proper care and manipulation of materials

COMPREHENSIVE DENTAL KNOWLEDGE
1. Understands rationale of treatment

2. Explains terminology when questioned

3. Knows indications and sequence of treatment and adapts to particular environment

PROFESSIONAL APPEARANCE, PERFORMANCE, ATTITUDE
1. Maintains professional appearance in accordance with STUDENT HANDBOOK
2. Punctual

3. Maintains patient privacy and confidentiality

4. Cooperates with others

5. Accepts and responds to constructive suggestions and demonstrates enthusiasm and desire to improve on performance of functions

6. Utilizes clinical time well and seeks out new experiences

7. Assumes responsibility for own learning

8. Completes clinical evaluation form on time, identifying own strong and weak areas, considers goals for following weeks

CLINICAL REPORTS FOR

DENTAL ASSISTING 70

Each student is to complete both sides of the CLINICAL REPORT for each clinical day to record his/her specific experience in their chairside procedures.

Complete the CLINICAL REPORTS as follows:

Page 1

Student                                                 - the Dental Assisting Student’s Name is place here

Date                                               - The date spent at the Clinical Rotation Site

Dental Student AM -                          - List the name of the Dental Student you assisted in the morning

Dental Student PM -                            - List of the name of the Dental Student you assisted in the afternoon

(You will be provided with forms that will be completed for Monday’s at UOP when we work in the afternoon and the evening. Your sheet will have two PM spaces as you will probably be working with another Dental Student after your 30 minute Dinner Beak – if not just repeat the name in the second space.)

The initials M-F-C are used to indicate – Male, Female or Child. Use the initial to indicate your patient type.

Abbreviate description of service(s) performed. EXAMPLE Tooth#, Surface(s), Procedure that will be billed on the first line, second line anesthetic – amount, type, percentage, Materials used in order of use. ALWAYS use this order to record your procedure’s description.)

Checked the prep., Op., and/or Dismissed areas if your participation included Preparation of the Procedure, the Operative Procedure and/or the Dismissal and Clean-up of the Procedure. If not fully completing one of these areas list first ½ or last ¾.

Page 2

The student MUST COMPLETE at least ONE question of 1 – 4, for the form to be considered complete. Incomplete forms for forms with more than 2 errors (7 or less points) will be returned to the student to REDO. All sheets that need to be redone will need to be entirely rewritten on and new Clinical Report from and this sheet stapled to the original copy and returned for correction. The first grade will be the one recorded.

LABORATORY PROCEDURES AND MISCELLANEOUS DUTIES – Complete this area if you Poured Models, Exposed and/or Developed Radiographs, etc.

Total Hours Worked Today                                      - List the number of hours worked on the date worked.

Total Hours Accumulated                              - List the number of hours you have worked in your clinical rotation since the beginning of the spring Semester including today’s hours. Keep a running record of your hours by date and total to have for your reference.

ADDITIONAL Comments – Use this area if Questions 1 – 4 do not apply to an occurrence during your CLINICAL ROTATION DAY or if additional space to complete your answer/statement to Questions 1 – 4.

Each clinical date will be listed in order of your first day of attendance at your last day of 
your clinical rotation for each Clinical Rotation.  The date should be listed as follows:


There are 13 procedures listed in the first left hand column:  ODTP = Oral Diagnosis and 
Treatment Planning, AMAL = Amalgam, COMP = Composite, RCT-C/S = Root Canal 
Treatment – Clean and Shape, RCT-OBT = Root Canal Treatment – Obturation, C&B-
PREP = Crown and Bridge – Preparation, C&B-CEMT = Crown and Bridge – 
Cementation, SCALING = Scaling &/or Prophy, ORTHO = Orthodontic Procedures, 
PEDO = Pediatric Procedures, SURG = Surgery Procedures, PERIO = Periodontic 
Procedures and PROSTH = Prosthetic Procedures.


For each time you complete a procedure during the Clinical Day – place a “1” mark in 
the appropriate box.  If you complete a procedure twice during a Clinical Day – place two 
“11” marks in the appropriate box; etc.
