Tutoring sessions are drop-in and are limited to 30 minutes
per day, up to twice per week.

Tutors will not fix your errors or correct your paper for you,
but they can help you understand the grammatical concept
you are having difficulty with and help you with strategies
to proofread your own work.

Optional: | have an idea of one or two things | want
to talk about with the tutor.

| have my student ID card.

| have turned off my cell phone.
