Course Information for City College Students on Health 221X:

This new course is exciting because it is jointly sponsored by City College (Health Science Department) and San Francisco State University (Dept of Health Education), with people studying together from both campuses.   This spring the course will be held at SFSU.  If you are interested in transferring to San Francisco State or you have been thinking about the Master’s in Public Health program, this is a great way to get a sneak peek. There will be a dinner between current SFSU students and City College students interested in transfer. 

Except for the location and the dates, everything is exactly the same as all your other City College courses:    

· Dates are different than the City College semester—this Wednesday night class will be held February 1st- May 17th, from 7-9:45pm

· Location is the Humanities Building at SFSU, just west of the Student Union, Room 133 (the Auditorium)

· Hlth 221X is a City College course offering three City College credits. 

· You register exactly as usual either on-line through the City College web site, or at City College Admissions and Records, Conlan Hall 107, or at the Registration Center, Smith Hall 118.

· The tuition is exactly the same as usual, $26 a unit ($78 + fees for this 3 unit course).

· Transfer credits: Now in progress are agreements so that the class will count toward satisfaction of elective requirements in the BS degree in the Department of Health Education, as well as being transferable to SFSU in general.  

How to get there: 

SFSU is just south of Stonestown Mall.

Parking is available both on and off-campus. On Campus Lot 20—the main parking garage--the cost is $1 per hour, with a $5 max per day. To get there, go west toward the ocean on Holloway Ave to Font Blvd. Turn right onto Font Blvd. and continue to Lake Merced Blvd. Turn right onto Lake Merced Blvd. then take an immediate right onto State Drive, the entrance to the parking garage. Also, off-campus street parking is available on surrounding streets such as Junipero Serra Blvd., and 19th Ave.

By MUNI:    From downtown San Francisco, take MUNI Metro M-Oceanview streetcar .

The campus is also served by the following MUNI bus lines: 17, 18, 26, 28, and the 29 from City College.

By BART: Take any San Francisco-bound BART train to the Daly City BART station. SFSU runs a free shuttle service to campus from the Daly City BART station during the normal school year. Buses are scheduled every 15 minutes, Monday - Thursday, from 7a.m. until 10:30p.m. (last 19th Ave. pick-up at 10p.m.).
