SUBJECT:
ROBBERY WITH WEAPON
This bulletin is to alert all faculty, staff, and students of 2 robberies that occurred at gunpoint.  The details are as follows:

#1 – On 2-6-09, at 9:20 P.M., a CCSF student was robbed at gunpoint in the 300 block of Judson Ave., (in front of the Environmental Horticulture Bldg.).  
The victim was approached while exiting her vehicle by 3-African American males.  One suspect was armed with a gun, pointed the gun at her and demanded her possessions.  All 3-male suspects fled with the victim’s cash and her cell phone.  The cell phone was later recovered in the bushes near the scene.  The suspects were last seen headed in the direction of Gennessee St.  The victim was unharmed and immediately reported this incident to Campus Police.

The suspects were described as 3-African American males, slender build, 16 to18 years of age, and approx. 5’6” to 5’9”.    
#2 – On 2-10-09, at 4:34 P.M., a CCSF student was robbed at gunpoint in the H parking lot, behind Conlan Hall, near the pedestrian overpass that leads to Ocean/Geneva Aves.  

The victim was leaving the campus on his bicycle, when he was approached by a suspect, carrying a small handgun.  The suspect pointed the gun at the victim and demanded his I-Phone.   The victim struggled with the suspect while yelling for help; however, no one responded.   The victim was finally overcome by the suspect who unsuccessfully attempted to take his bicycle.  The suspect fled toward Cloud Circle.  The victim sustained a cut to his finger during the struggle.
The suspect was described as an African American male, thin build, early 20’s, approx. 6’ tall, wearing blue jeans and a black hooded sweatshirt.  

The S.F. Community College Police has increased patrols throughout the campus.
