APA Bibliography Entries

For a web page show:

· The author of the web page, if given
· The date when this page was last updated or modified (in parentheses)

· The title of the web page (in italics)

· The date you looked at the page on the web
· The organization or company which sponsors this page, if applicable
· The URL (no period at end)
You may not be able to identify all of this information for every web page. Include all the information you can find. If some type of information is missing, just leave that part out. However, even if a page has little or no identifying information, your citation can always give: title; date retrieved; and URL. Here are examples of web page citations.

For a periodical article show:

· The author(s) of the article

· The year when it was published

· The title of the article

· The title of the journal or magazine in which the articles was published (in italics)

· The issue and page number where it was originally published

· The date you found or printed the article
· The database in which you found the article
