Description
The Richard N. Goldman Scholars Program provides $500 renewable scholarships to:

1. CCSF students taking UC or CSU transfer courses ONLY who intend to transfer to a 4-year college or university to complete a bachelor’s (baccalaureate) degree; or

2. CCSF students seeking a certificate or associate degree in an occupational area and not enrolled in any pre-collegiate basic skills courses; or

3. CCSF students taking one or more pre-collegiate basic skills courses who wish to complete an occupational certificate, associate’s degree, or a bachelor’s (baccalaureate) degree. (Please see listing of Basic Skills courses.)
This scholarship is payable in two semester installments; one installment at the beginning of the semester and one after mid-term.
Eligibility 

Applicants must:

1. Be enrolled in classes leading to an academic degree, a vocational program, or in basic skills classes.
2. Have established a 2.0 GPA or better
3. Maintain 9 units in an academic or vocational program
4. Have an education plan.
5. Students may participate in only one of the following scholarship programs: The Richard Goldman Scholars, the Mosaic Scholars, College Readiness Program or the CalWORKS Basic Skills Program

Renewable eligibility based on the following requirements.
1. Receive ongoing services from academic and counseling support staff in at least one of the offices listed above.
2. Have an updated counselor-prepared or electronic education plan every semester.
3. Participate in at least one academic enrichment session designated by your counselor each semester.

How to Apply

To apply, you must complete the application and include a personal statement and an unofficial transcript with courses-in-progress following the guidelines below.
Personal Statement: Please write about your career goals and describe how you are working to achieve those goals in your current activities, interests, employment, educational achievements, special needs, and/or financial circumstances. Be specific about the steps you are taking to reach your goals and why you would like to work in the field you have chosen.
Please follow these guidelines in formatting your personal statement: one page, one side only; double spaced; one-inch margins; Times New Roman 12. Include name and student identification number in the upper right-hand corner. 

Unofficial Transcripts and Courses in Progress: Please submit an unofficial CCSF transcript and a print-out of your current courses-in-progress (available online at www.ccsf.edu).
