bridge between the need for linguistically 
and culturally appropriate health services 
in underserved communities. By contrib-
uting to the diversi�cation and cultural 
competency of California�s health work 
force, we hope to improve access to 
health services.� 
�e Welcome Back Center is an initia-
tive of Community Health Works, a 
partnership of CCSF and SFSU o�ering 
counseling and educational programs to 
internationally trained health profession-
als. �is includes assistance in obtaining 
appropriate licenses, credentials, orienta-
tion and job placement to work in the US 
health care system, and development of 
US-speci�c leadership, management and 
advocacy skills among immigrant health 
professionals.. �e Center is the lead site 

of a nationwide initiative that includes 
centers in San Diego, Los Angeles, 
Boston and Providence. Another center 
will open in Washington state this fall. 
Since the initiative was launched in 2001, 
thousands of people from more than 130 
countries have obtained the licenses and 
certi�cations required to continue their 
careers in health in the United States. 
Most of the program�s alumni choose to 
work in low-income communities where 
suitable health care is not readily avail-
able. �e fundamental premise behind 
the Welcome Back Initiative: infusing the 
health system with a cadre of culturally 
and linguistically diverse workers that 
will allow the health sector to provide 
better services.
�e Innovation in Government Awards 
recognize creative approaches and �ere 
were 15 �nalist selected from a pool of 
nearly 1,000 applicants nationwide.
