�e O�ce of Contract Education has 
been awarded a grant through a competi-
tive process from San Francisco Human 
Services Agency (HSA) to provide train-
ing to foster parents, resource families, 
service providers, and family and chil-
dren�s services sta� working with children 
and youth in foster care. �e total grant 
for 08-09 is $880,000.  From November 
2002 through June 2008, Title I-VE 
grant total is $3,379,900.
In collaboration with Edgewood Center 
for Children and Families, Seneca Center, 
Alternative Family Services, and A Better 
Way, Contract Education o�ers not-for-
credit, customized classes that ful�ll the 
requirements of the Title IV-E federally-
funded training program and the training 
requirements set forth by the SF HSA 
Family and Children�s Service Division. 
Our clients include Title IV-E agencies 
such as Edgewood Center for Children 
and Families, Seneca Center, Alternative 
Family Services, A Better Way, Burrell 
Place, Family Support Services, Hickman 
Group Homes, Hickman Foster Family 
Agency, Huckleberry Youth Justice Pro-
gram, Independent Living Skills Program, 
Larkin Street Youth, Nalls Foundation, 
St Vincent�s SF Boys & Girls Home, SF 
Court Appointed Special Advocates 
(CASA), and other agencies that serve 
youth in foster care. Classes are o�ered at 
CCSF locations or at agency sites during 
business hours or in the evenings and on 
Saturdays.
Since the training program�s inception, 
Contract Education has worked with 
the Child Development Department 
and other CCSF departments to provide 
Title IV-E approved workshops such as 
Grief and Loss for Youth in Foster Care, 
Understanding Healthy Attachment, 

Awareness of Self, Recognizing and Deal-
ing with Gangs, Blood-borne Pathogens, 
and Childhood Nutrition for our clients. 
Other trainings include permanency for 
youth, professionalism in the workplace, 
substance abuse, violence in the home 
and the community, the rights of youth 
in foster care, stress management for 
youth care providers, managing anger & 
aggression, con�ict de-escalation, transi-

tion to adulthood for youth in foster care, 
communication skills for working with 
youth, and cultural diversity. 
During the 2007-2008 year, the program 
served 1,823 participants.

Update on transition to a new learning 
management system (LMS): Moodle

In May 2008, we announced in City Currents that City College was transitioning to 
Moodle, an open source learning management system (LMS), to support both on-
line and tech-enhanced courses (lecture courses using the LMS web tools). Moodle 
is used by many colleges and universities, some of which are in the Bay Area (e.g. SF 
State, DeAnza College, San Mateo Community College). Here is an update on our 
Moodle migration.
As previously stated, the 2008�09 academic year is our transition year at City Col-
lege, and we will be running both Moodle (version 1.9), and WebCT, our old LMS 
since 2001. In Fall 2008, we successfully piloted six online courses and 11 tech-
enhanced courses in Moodle. In Spring 2009, there will be 35 online courses and 17 
tech-enhanced courses in Moodle. By Summer 2009, our WebCT server will be shut 
down, and all online courses and tech-enhanced courses will be in Moodle.
Since Summer 08, online faculty and some tech-enhanced faculty have been receiv-
ing hands-on training in Moodle, as well as one-on-one consultation with the in-
structional designer. Whereas some faculty have actually �nished the migration and 
are ready to o�er their courses in Moodle in Spring 09, many will take the Spring to 
complete the migration.  
As mentioned previously, we believe Moodle will give our faculty newer and better 
tools, and will give the College a more stable operating environment for its online 
and tech-enhanced courses. A bigger impact is that with Moodle, the college will 
have the ability to o�er course shells to all faculty who want them for posting syl-
labi, homework materials, announcements, giving online quizzes, and for discussion 
boards. We anticipate being able to o�er course shells to all faculty a�er the migra-
tion from WebCT is completed, hopefully beginning in Fall 2009.  Stay tuned.

Another workshop now online
Starting the last week in January, all but 
two of the library research/information 
competency skills workshops will be 
available in both classroom and online 
workshop formats. Both instructional 
formats include: workshop A (Find-
ing Books and other Sources in Online 
Catalogs); workshop B (Using Periodical 
Databases to Find and Articles); work-
shop C (Web Search Techniques); and 
workshop W (Web Research and Evalu-
ation). Now faculty at all campuses/sites 
can consider these online workshops for 
their students.
