Course Description:

The first in a series of two courses, Spanish 1A emphasizes the development of communicative language skills and cultural understanding. This course will put the foundation for your future learning of the language. You will attain a solid notion of elementary grammar, and the tools to enable you to communicate successfully in Spanish. Your active participation in the classroom will prepare you to understand and speak, read and write practical Spanish. Upon completion of this course, you will be able to introduce yourself and have a simple conversation with a native speaker. Spanish 1A with its communicative and collaborative structure offers a wonderful opportunity for language and cultural learning.

Course Objectives:

The vocabulary, communicative situations and grammar structures of Spanish 1A (Preliminar- – Capítulo 3 in Nexos) will prepare you to successfully:

· Introduce yourself to friends, greet others, and describe yourself and others

· Describe your classroom and your field of study

· Describe your family and state preferences 

· Tell the time and talk about your everyday activities

· Make invitations and discuss your plans

· Ask and answer questions

· Gain awareness about Spanish speaking countries and Latinos in U.S.

· Know more about some of the Spanish-speaking countries (culture, geography, places)

Bear in mind that it is unrealistic to assume that you can learn language by just coming to class twice a week. In-class meetings are supposed to provide space for you to practice and receive help with your Spanish, to put what you know to work, and to smooth particularly difficult points. Your proficiency, i.e. the progress measured in terms of what you can do with Spanish, depends entirely on your commitment to practice inside and outside the classroom. The Language Center located in rm. 205 of Rosenberg Library (Phelan Campus) allows to further practice your listening, viewing, and speaking skills. The Language Center offers Internet access to a wealth of Spanish learning sources, as well as in-house CD-ROMs and DVDs.   In addition, the abundance of Spanish media (TV, radio, newspapers), and our geographic area provides you with even more opportunities to practice Spanish on you own. California’s history and geography is impossible to understand without awareness of the importance of Spanish in the region. Be curious! You will not understand everything you see and hear, but the effort will definitely boost your learning, and you will see that reflected in your class performance.

Credit:

You may take this class for a letter grade (A-F) or for Credit/No Credit. The CR/NC option is available until June 20. See the Summer 2007 Schedule for details. All students must be register in the class either of Credit or on a CR/NC basis. The passing grade is C. Please be sure you complete the registration process as soon as possible.

Attendance, class participation and class preparation:

Language learning is about assembling many separate pieces into a firm foundation. Class participation is critical for developing language skills and becoming proficient in Spanish. Students are expected to attend every day of class, speak only in Spanish, volunteer, ask questions, be supportive of their classmates and take responsibility for their own learning. Students must come to class prepared, i.e. with the assignments completed and the pages read before coming to class.

Missing one or more classes and coming late interrupts the building process and will affect your grade. If you miss classes without any excuse, you will not receive the full credit for you class attendance, preparation and participation. 

In class you will practice with your classmates what you have learned; in other words you will use your Spanish to communicate with others. Because language acquisition requires daily practice all students it is beneficial to spend at least two-four hours per week in the Language Center in Room 205 of Rosenberg Library (Phelan Campus) or the equivalent on your own, i.e. working on listening, speaking and vocabulary exercises or using the CD-ROMs, and the web resources.

Resources & Tutoring:

Exams:

There will be three Chapter tests. There will be no make-up exams. If necessary, extra credit work might be assigned at the discretion of the instructor.

Homework:

a) The homework will be assigned from the SAM (Workbook/Lab Manual). You have to mark the homework yourself in a pen of a different color, using the answer key provided by your instructor. The homework should be turned in by the deadline specified, in full, and self-corrected in order to receive the full credit. If turned in late, incomplete or not self-corrected points will be taken off. 

Please, bring to class your SAM (Student Activities Manual) since sometimes some of the activities will be done in class.

b) There will be a Daily Homework assigned from the Textbook. It should be done on a separate piece of paper which, will be collected in class. This homework will be corrected in class in a different color of pen and it is part of the class preparation grade.

Project:

There will be one individual class project. Every student will write a two page-long film review of a Hispanic movie. Details will be given in class by week 2.
