COURSE DESCRIPTION: Extensive verbal training in the Filipino language with emphasis on practical and idiomatic use of the language rather than on formal grammar.  Communicative speaking and listening skills will be stressed.

COURSE OBJECTIVES:  Introduction to the basic usage, idioms, grammar, and structure of the Filipino language.  Introduction to the cultural elements naturally embedded in the structures of the language. 

METHODOLOGY:  Conversation practice individually, in pair, or in groups monitored by the instructor.

LANGUAGE LAB:  Students will be required to use the Foreign Language Laboratory at the Rosenberg Library for language practice using the available audiotapes, videocassettes, and CD-ROMs.  Please ensure that you have your lab cards stamped each time you use the language lab.  These stamped cards must be submitted to the Instructor at the end of the semester before final exam week.

ATTENDANCE/GRADES:  A maximum of three (3) unexcused absences are allowed.  Absences beyond this number will result in the student being dropped from the class.  Tardiness beyond 15 minutes will be counted as an absence. Letter grades or Credit/Non-Credit.  The grades will be based on

INTRODUCTION TO CONVERSATIONAL FILIPINO

Week 1  

Introduction, class requirements, grading.  Introduction to the phonology and morphology, the basic sounds of Filipino, the romanized alphabet, syllabication.  Introduction of the interrogative ‘ano’ and vocabulary in Appendix 1E.

Week 2  

Everyday greetings, commonly used nouns, introduction to more interrogatives and vocabulary.  (Reading:  Lessons 1 and 2, Vocabulary in Appendix 1E, 1F, and 1G)

Week  3 

Introduction to the subject marker personal pronouns, the non-gender third person singular pronoun, practice with the interrogatives.  (Reading:  Lessons 1and 2, Charts on pp. 20 and 317)
Week 4  

Introduction to the use of the subject marker demonstrative pronouns.  Use of the basic interrogatives.  Introduction to basic sentence structure.  (Reading: Lessons 3 and 4, Chart on page 317)

Week 5  

Dialogues and more basic sentence structures.  Class exercises on dialogues in Lessons 1, 2, & 3.  Practice in the use of ‘nasaan’, ‘saan’, ‘sino’, and ‘ano’.

Week 6  

The main sentence structures in Filipino, affirmative & negative sentences, questions.  Exceptional sentence structures.  The repeated use of ‘hindi’.  (Reading Lesson 4)

Week 7  

The uses of ‘may’ to denote ‘possession’ and ‘existence’.  Introduction to the use of ‘wala’ for non-possession or non-existence.  Submit homework on  Sentence Structures, Grammar Exercise 1 on pages 39 and 40.  (Reading:  Lesson 5)

Week 8  

Use of Ligatures.  Details on formation and usage of adjectives.  The use of the affix ‘taga’ and review of ‘nasaan’, ‘nasa’, and ‘saan’.  (Reading: Lessons 6 and 7.)

Review and Mid-Term exams (2nd week of October 2005)
Week 10

Introduction to Verbs, the ‘um’ verb form.  Introduction to the inflection of the

‘um’ verb group.  Giving and following instructions and commands.  Positive and negative commands.  The use of ‘huwag’, the ‘do not’ command form  (Reading Lesson 8, Verb Charts in pages 309-312)

Week 11 
Dates and events, days of the week, months of the year Numbers and counts, ordinals. Asking what day or what month it is with ‘ano’ and ‘kailan’ (Reading Lesson 9)

Week 12 
Sine! Sine!  Filipino movie! 
Week 13 
Introduction to the object focus verbs.  The object focus sentence structure & use of non-subject marker pronouns (Reading:  Lesson 10)

Week 14 
Terms and descriptions of ailments and sickness.  Anatomical terms, describing pains and

discomforts.  More on the object focus verbs.  (Reading: Lesson 11)

Week 15 
Terms for family members, relationships of consanguinity and affinity;  (Reading:  Lesson 11)

Week 16 
More on family terms and relationships.  Honorifics or terms of respect for family members.  More on the possessive pronouns.  (Reading:  Lesson 12)  Review for the Final Exams

Finals Exams *Orals
