This class focuses on improving your pronunciation of American English so that you can communicate effectively in English with more self-confidence and fluency. You will work on stress, rhythm, and intonation and also consonant and vowel sounds. You will get to practice using relevant communicative real-world speaking contexts.

Lab Hours: You are required to complete a lab requirement of 15 hours this semester. I will give you more information about your Media Lab orientation, Rosenberg Library 403. The materials there will give you additional practice – they are different from your book. You can also attend Listening Workshops in the Learning Assistance Center in Rosenberg Library, Second Floor.

Attendance: This class focuses on listening and speaking, so attendance and active participation is very important for your success!! You can have 2 unexcused absences before midterm and 2 after midterm. If you have too many absences you, you may lose ½ grade for each absence and you may be dropped from the class.
