· Verification of enrollment or completion of six units (or the quarter equivalent) of Real Estate classes for each semester/quarter in 2008-09 academic year.  (A copy of the current term Real Estate class enrollment verification is to be sent to the Chancellor’s Office along with the Scholarship application and invoice.)

· Transcript verification of a cumulative minimum GPA of 2.0 in all college work.
