If the student is doing well, you can ask other questions from his/her, application, regarding possible work situations, etc.
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INTERVIEW QUESTIONS

SOME SUGGESTED ANSWERS

Introduction:

Good handshake, eye contact, smile

More advanced students:  


Say employer’s name


Say position applying for

Tell me something about yourself.

Talk about strengths and past jobs

DO NOT TALK ABOUT FAMILY

What are your strengths?

Say at least one strength

If more advanced, give an example

What pay do you want?

“I’m open.”

“I’d like the salary you usually pay for this position.”

“What do you pay a hard worker with my skills?”

NEVER GIVE AN EXACT NUMBER OR SAY “I DON’T KNOW.”

What’s your biggest weakness? BE POSITIVE.

“I’d like to speak English better.  I study English everyday.”

“I speak English, but I’d like to speak better.  I study English everyday.” 

Do you have any questions for me?

“Yes.  When does the job start?”

“Yes. When will you decide?”

“Yes. What are you looking for in the person you hire?”

DON’T ASK ABOUT SALARY OR BENEFITS UNTIL YOU ARE OFFERED THE JOB

End of Interview:

Good handshake, eye contact, smile

“Thank you, Mr./Ms. __________________.”

If more advanced, “I really want to work for your company.”
