Victim:  CCSF Student 

Suspect: White male adult, late 30’s, overweight, brown hair, possibly had facial hair, 
` wearing a red plaid button up shirt and denim jeans. See picture below: 

On 08/03/2025, at approximately 2:45pm, the victim was walking northbound on Frida Kahlo 
Way’s east sidewalk by the Student Health Center.  During this time the suspect walked up behind 
her and started talking to her.  After she declined the suspect’s advances, she turned and started to 
walk southbound on Frida Kahlo Way to avoid the suspect. Afterwards, the suspect ran up behind 
her, groped her buttocks, and ran northbound towards Judson Avenue.  

NOTE: The suspect drove onto campus entering the Cloud Circle the wrong direction (Northside 
of Cloud Circle/Frida Kahlo Way) and parked.  The suspect ran down Cloud Circle onto Frida 
Kahlo Way to contact the victim.     

The victim was not injured.

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Prevention Tips:

4) Always walk with your head up, looking forward, and checking behind you 
5) Trust your instincts, don’t hesitate to redirect your path of travel 
6) Run toward a safe location and draw attention to yourself (yell, scream, react) 
7) If possible, use your phone to take pictures or record 
8) Immediately Call 415-239-3200 or use an emergency blue phone 
9) Provide suspect description/s, direction of flight, and advise if weapons were used 
10) Carry pepper spray, whistle, or your keys in hand to be used as a defensive weapon
